I, NAMEAND LOCATION:

GUIDELINES and FINE SCHEDULE
EFFECTIVE DECEMBER 1, 2006

Construction fee: When owners submit plans for review to the committee, they will need
to submit a fee of $3,500.00. This is a non-refundable fee.

Building Plans Initial review: In addition to the process outlined in Section 10.4 of your
CC&R’s, the committee additionally requires the plans to include front and side

rendering when presented.

Maximum Build Time: Homes not currently under construction will be allowed 12
months from the date they break ground to completion. Any builder who has not
completed within the allotted time frame will be assessed a fine of $500.00 per day until

completion; fines will be levied against the owner of the property.
Homes that are currently under construction (as of December 1, 2006) will have
15 months from the start of construction to complete or they will be assessed a $50.00 per

day fine.

SECTION 6.24 FINE SCHEDULE

Landscaping: Per Section 6.24 of your CC&R’s landscaping must be completed within
three (3) months of occupancy. Failure to meet the deadline will result in fines of

$100.00 per day
