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6.0 NUISANCES:

No owner shall keep or maintain any thing or shall suffer any condition to exist in
his unit or cause any other condition on the property or the common elements which
materially impairs any easement or right of any other owner or otherwise materially
impairs or interferes with the use and enjoyment by other owners of their units and
the common elements. Any resident who witnesses any excessive disturbance may
call the Phoenix Police Department non-emergency number at 602-262-6151.

7.0 PETS:

Only commonly accepted household pets not exceeding a mature weight of twenty
(20) pounds may be kept in a unit. No such pets shall be bred or allowed loose or
unsupervised on any part of the property or the common area. Any infraction of
this section is subject to a $250.00 fine in accordance with the City of Phoenix City
Code AR25-160. Barking dogs can be addressed under Section 6.0 Nuisances.
Homeowners who do not pick up after their pet can be and will be fined in
accordance with the fine protocol set up in these Rules and Regulations.

8.0 SATELLITE DISHES — ANTENNAS —-CABLES:

No cables of any type are to be run on any outside wall of the complex. No cables
are to be visible or ran up the middle of any common wall. All cables are to be run
within the interior walls of the unit.

Satellite Dishes and Antennas cannot and shall not be erected on any common wall
or roof within the complex. Satellite dishes may be placed on a free standing stand

~ on the front patio landing only. Prior to having a satellite company install a dish

anywhere in Ramblewood North, it is advisable to have them call the management
company for details on installation.

9.0 GRILLS ON PATIOS:

No charcoal or gas grills are permitted on any landing or patio anywhere within
Ramblewood North. Charcoal grills are supplied on the common grounds within
the courtyard area. When using the common grills, please take the time to insure
that the coals are doused with water and not left alone when they are still hot. Also
please clean up the area of any debris before leaving. Charcoal/Gas grills may not
be operated anywhere within ten feet of any common facility. This is a requirement
of our insurance carrier.
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10.0 TOWELS, RUGS. CLOTHES AND PLANTERS:

Please refrain from placing any planters on the ledge of your upper level patio wall.
A strong wind can easily blow them off the wall causing property damage and
injury. Keep in mind that towels and rugs are not to be draped over the patio walls
at anytime.

11.0 PARKING PERMITS:

Each unit may obtain two parking permits as long as there are three cars in the
family and the garage is being utilized by one of the vehicles. Permits must be
posted on the left rear bumper and must always park headfirst so the sticker is
clearly visible. Permits may be obtained by calling Associated Property
Management at 480-941-1077.

12.0 TENANT CONTROL:

Any tenant who creates a malicious act of any form, or breaks a local ordinance, the :
Association will demand immediate eviction. Any tenant that receives more than
two violations within a twelve-month period, the Association will demand immediate
eviction.

13.0 MALICIOUS MISCHIEF:

A penalty of $250.00 plus damages for anyone caught in thé act of destroying any
part of the common areas. This penalty will be followed with filing a police report
and any further legal action necessary to bring that individual to justice.

14.0 SWIMMING POOL RULES

a) Resident is allowed no more than four guests at one time without
prior coordination with Associated Property Management. = =

b) No glass containers permitted in the pool area at anytime.

¢) Babies in diapers are not permitted in the pool unless they are

¢) wearing rubber covers.

d) No loud speakers, stereos or offensive actions permitted at anytime.

e) Jacuzziis to be used for therapeutic use and not to be used as a kiddy
pool. According to Maricopa County Health Department, no children
under 14 years of age allowed in the Jacuzzi.

f) Pool cannot be closed at anytime for personal use.

g) No diving permitted due to depth of pool.
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h) No animals permitted anytime in the pool or inside the pool area. The
County Board of Health will close the pool at anytime they find an
animal in our pool or pool area.

i) An adult must accompany any child under the age of 14. An adult is
18 years of age or older. Failure to do so is a revocation of your pool
privileges. '

j) Any resident loaning their pool key to anyone other than immediate
family will lose their pool privileges.

k) Lost pool keys will be replaced with a $50.00 replacement fee.

1) To ensure child safety the pool gate must be closed at all times in
compliance with the Maricopa County Board of Health.

Violations of these Rules and Regulations, Declaration of Restrictions or By-Laws
will result in an assessment against the responsible homeowner after the first letter
has been sent indicating the violation and after the certified letter has been sent and
the ten day appeal time has expired. Residents are encouraged to report violators to-
the Property Management Company. When reporting, please provide names,
addresses and/or unit/lot numbers whenever possible. '

THE FINE PROTOCOL FOR VIOLATIONS IS AS FOLLOWS:

1% Offense:  Ten days to rectify the infraction.
2™ Offense:  $50.00 penalty with ten days to appeal fine.
3" Offense:  $100.00 penalty with ten days to appeal fine.

Any infraction after the third notice will result in the Association turning the issue
over to the Association’s law firm for further legal action.

RAMBLEWOOD NORTH HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION
PARKING POLICY

Pursuant to the CC&R’s, page 13, Section 6, Paragraph 1, the Board of Directors is vested with
the sole authority to establish, operate and manage all guests parking at Ramblewood North. The
Board has concluded that guest parking falls into 2 categories. Those are; resident guest parking
and visitor guest parking. A resident guest is any person who cither by ownership or by valid
lease resides at Ramblewood North. A visitor guest is any non-resident and non-owner. Based
upon these definitions, the following parking regulation will become effective October 1, 1993

1. Resident guest parking will be allowed anywhere except in any marked handicap spaces and
in the 12 spaces in front of the main pool entrance which will be designated as visitor guest
parking. First offense for parking in visitor guest parking with a resident guest sticker will
result in a §25.00 penalty. Subsequent violations subject to towing at owners expense.

2. All vehicles parking in resident guest parking must have resident identification sticker visibly
attached to left rear bumper and the vehicle must be parked headjfirst so that the sticker is
clearly visible. Each unit will be allowed up to 2 resident guest identification stickers.
Stickers can be obtained by presenting a copy of current registration and if renting, proof of
residency (lease) to the property manager.

3. Any unit whose owner(s) are delinquent in their homeowner's assessments, and have not set
up a payment schedule with the Board, will not be issued any resident guest parking stickers
until they do so.

4. Any unit which is rented and whose owners have not complied with the rental rules and
regulations, will not be issued any resident guest stickers. (These rules and regulations state
that all leases must be approved by the Board prior to commencement of the lease and that a
copy of the lease and a rental agreement form must be filled out and submiltted to the
management company.)

5. Individual handicap marked spaces will be approved on an individual basis by the Board of
Directors. '

6. No parking or storage of motor vehicles, trailers, boats or commercial vehicles on the
properiy.

7. Unlicensed, inoperable or vehicles which appear abandoned are not allowed in Ramblewood
North.

8. No commercial vehicles are permitted to park at anytime in any area of Ramblewood North.
No campers, trailers or boats permitted to park anytime or anywhere within Ramblewood
North. Such vehicles will be tagged once than towed at owner’s expense.
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The following rules under ARS 33-1809 reflect state statues regarding emergency vehicles:

ARS 33-1809 Parking; public service: vehicles.

Nonvithst;mding any provision in the community documents, an association shall not prohibit a resident
Jrom parking a motor vehicle with a gross vehicle weight of twenty thousand pounds or less on a street or
driveway in the planned community, if all the following apply:

1. The vehicle is required to be available at designated periods at the person’s residence as a
‘condition of the person’s employment. ‘

2. The resident is employed by a public service corporation that is regulated by the corporation
commission and that is required to prepare for emergency deployment of personnel and equipment
Jor repair or maintenance of natural gas pipelines and related infrastructure.

3. The vehicle is owned or operated by the public service corporation and bears an official emblem
or other visible designation of that corporation.
